Cutting:   
 
Background (white) 
• Cut four 3 1/2” squares 
• Cut ten 3 1/4” squares for half-square triangles 
 Color (red) 
• Cut ten 3 1/4” squares for half square triangle  
 
In making half-square and quarter-square triangles, use the Dear Jane®Rule: cut it big and whack it off.  
 
• Place a red square and a white square right sides together. Draw a diagonal line on the 

back of the white fabric. Repeat with other two squares. 
• Stitch 1/4” on the outside of the drawn diagonal line. Stitch the other two squares in the 

same manner. 
• Cut along the drawn line, and you have 4 half square triangles! Press seams toward the red fabric. 
• You need to trim them to 2”. Make certain you line up the diagonal line on your ruler with the diago-

nal of your half-square triangle.

Block Assembly; 
 
Make five pinwheel blocks

Cutting:  The cutting instructions are to make foundation piecing easier 
 
Background (white) 
 
• Cut one 5 1/4” square and cut diagonally one way to yield two triangles 
• Cut two rectangles 2 3/4” x 6 1/2”  
• Cut four 3 1/4” squares and cut diagonally both ways to yield 8 triangles 
• Cut two rectangles 1 1/2” x 6 1/2” 
  
Color (red) 
 
• Cut one 7” square and cut diagonally one way to yield two triangles. One will be used in the block, 

save the other triangle for scrap. 
• Cut four 3 1/4”  squares and cut diagonally both ways to yield 8 triangles 
• Cut two rectangles 1 1/2” x 5 1/2”  
 
 
Block Assembly; 
The easiest way to construct this block is with foundation paper piecing—Assemble your paper pieced 
sections in this order.

You’ll use a couple of different techniques in making Block 16. The center and four 
“Burrs” are foundation Pieced. The long outside triangles are set in by hand piecing 
or machine piecing with freezer paper templates on the back of the background 
fabric. 

 
 
 
Cutting: These measurements are for ease in foundation paper piecing. 
 
Background (white): 
 
• Cut four 2 1/2” x 3 1/4” rectangles for triangles in “Burr” 
• Cut two 3” squares and cut diagonally one way to yield four triangles. 
• Cut four  G1 side pieces 
 
Color (red): 
• Cut twelve 2 1/2” x 3 1/4” rectangles for triangles in “Burr” 
• Cut one 3” square for center 
 
Assembly: 
 
1. Foundation paper piece four “burr” points 

2. Foundation paper piece the center square section 

3. Sew the points to the center square remembering to stop your stitching at the beginning and end of 

the seam line. 

4. Make freezer paper templates for the four side sections of the background. The templates have the 

seam allowance included but you’ll want to cut it away for this technique.  Iron the templates to the 

back of the background fabric and cut out, adding 1/4” seam allowance on the two short sides and 

1/2” seam allowance on the long side of the piece. 

5.5.5.5.    Hand or machine piece the sides, making certain to match the points.

Broken Heart is easiest made by paper piecing. When done in sections, it goes to-
gether like a charm. It is beautiful with blocks set on point.  
 
 

 
 
Cutting: These measurements are for ease in foundation paper piecing. 
 
Background (white): 
 
• Cut two 3” squares and cut diagonally one way to yield four triangles. 
• Cut four 2” x 5 1/4” rectangles for corner “logs” 
• Cut four 1 1/2” x 2 1/4” rectangles four center 
• Cut sixteen 2” x 3” rectangles for geese around center 
 
Color (red): 
• Cut one 2 1/2” square for center 
• Cut four 4” squares and cut diagonally one way to yield eight triangles for sides of ‘logs’ 
• Cut twelve 2 1/4” squares and cut diagonally one way to yield 24 triangles for geese.  
 
Assembly: 
 
1.1.1.1.    Foundation paper piece all eight sections 

2.2.2.2.    Assemble as shown below.

Turkey Tracks will be a good “resting” block. Simple uneven Nine Patch with some 
melons appliqued in the four corners. We are giving you one quarter of the block to 
aid in placement of the melons.  
 
 

Cutting: 
 
Background (white): 
 
• Cut four 2 3/4” squares for corners 
• Cut four 2 3/4” x 5” rectangles for sides 
 

Color (red): 
• Cut one 5” square for center 
• Cut twelve melons for corners  
 

Assembly: 
1.1.1.1.    Assemble the block as an uneven Nine Patch 
2.2.2.2.    Using the quarter block, place a pencil dot on the block at the outer point of each melon. 
3.3.3.3.    Applique the melons in place using your favorite applique method.
