SASHINGS AROUND BLOCKS:

Cut right side sashings 1" X 5 "and sew sashing to right side first

(except the 13th block in each row)

 Cut bottom sashings 1" X 5 1/2" and sew these to the bottom (except for the

bottom of blocks in row M)

Press all seams TOWARD the sashing.When you sew the rows to rows some

seams will NOT be opposing but it looks

better anyway.  You'll see.

 NARROW PERIMETER SASHING around the entire center of 169 blocks:

 1. Cut (2) 65 x 3/4"  for the sides and sew sides on first

 2. Cut (2) 66 x 3/4"  for top and bottom and sew these on after the sides

 The perimeter sashing will end up being only 1/4" finished and this is

important for the triangles to fit properly.

There are perhaps others ways to do sashings but I found that cutting

individual sashings the exact size for each block made the center of the

quilt the perfect size.  Then cutting the Perimeter Sashings the exact size

made the triangles fit perfectly.

> I seem to remember, awhile back, a conversation about putting the sashing on

>  as you go instead of waiting till all the blocks are done.

    Decide if you want to have sashing such as the type that is on the 

original Jane or if you want to have corner stones, or setting squares in 

your sashing.

    For Jane's sashing cut pieces 5" x 1", and attach to one side of the 

block.  I cut my fabric 5" across the width and then cut the 1" strips.  I 

then added them to the right side of blocks except the last block in each 

row.  Once I had a few in a row complete I connected them.  For the sashing 

between rows I cut 1" strips across the width of the fabric, connected them 

on the 1" side (making a very long strip), and marked across the length in 

the seam allowance 1/4" , 4 1/2", 1/2", 4 1/2", 1/2" until I had 13 4 1/2"  

sections marked - end with a 1/4" .  Mark both of the long sides of the strip 

in the seam allowance.  Once the row of blocks is connected, you can attach 

this sashing to the bottom of each row of blocks, and the other side is ready 

to connect to the top of the next row.

    If you want cornerstones, you will need 5" x 1" strips and 1" squares.  

Stitch one of the 5" strips to the bottom of the finished block.  Stitch the 

cornerstone to a second 5" strip, the attach this with the cornerstone lined 

up with the bottom sashing.  

OR cut 5" strip width of fabric (background) and 1" strip width of corner 

stone fabric, sew these along the longest side and cut into 1' strips attach 

this after you have attached 5" x 1" strip to the bottom and add the setting 

square strip to the block as above.

Hope this is understandable, as it is well past my usual bed time.  If not 

please ask again and I will try to explain it more clearly.

Like Janes, there are numerous ways to make your sashing. The most effective

and easiest I have seen is to cut 1 inch strips and cross cut them into 1 X

5 and 1 X 5.50  pieces. Sew 1 X 5 to right side of each block and a 1 X 5.50

across the bottom of each block. The blocks butt against each other and you

have a seam to line up, keeping your quilt square. You will have to sew

strips down the left side and across the top. I recommend using 1 inch wide

strips here too.

I know Joes in Amsterdam has a great woven-look sashing. How about some

other hints?? How have you all done this with success?

I compiled the advice that various Janes sent about doing the horizontal

sashing in one long strip versus attaching it block by block.

Joy:

I chose to do one long strip for the bottom.  However, I am not the greatest

for an exact 1/4" seam, and if I could do it again, I'd suggest shorter

strips, perhaps for 3 or 4 blocks.

Jeanne sent the advice that Claire gave her:  

Each block has a 1x5" sashing sewn to the right except for the last block,

#13. There is no sashing to the left of the first block. I cut my horizontal

sashing longer than I needed. I made markings all along both sides of the

sashing to line up my blocks from both rows. I marked first about 3-4 inches

in from the left raw edge,measured over 4.5", then over .5", then 4.5", then

.5", all the way across. It really helped to get the blocks lined up over

each other.  That sashing is cut 1".  The skinny piece that runs around the

entire completed center is cut 3/4" and marked in the same way as the

horizontal sashing. I was honestly 

surprised that it worked! The triangles went along great with the sashing

and it all fit.  I did cut my outside strips about 1 1/2 since I knew the

top would be handled a lot before I got to attaching the triangles.

Deb Kloss:  I sewed my blocks together and then put a long sashing strip

across the

bottom of the row.  It is challenging to line up subsequent rows but since I

wasn't using corner stones it seemed easier and less "seamy"...

Vicki: 

If you change your mind and decide to do it as one long sashing I would

suggest a couple of things - 1 - use a walking foot to sew it, and 2 -

measure and mark the long sashing piece along the way before you attach it

to the row, so you know where it is supposed to meet on the row.  I saw John

Flynn do this with quilts when he was machine quilting them - he had a name

for it but don't remember what he called it.  But the bottom line was it

allowed him to make sure the top and bottom weren't shifting - mainly he

said the bottom would end up too short for the top as the top would stretch

more then the bottom if he didn't do that.

And for my own two cents worth -- I put Row A together with the blocks

individually sashed and was not happy with the result.  As Deb put it, it

was too "seamy."  So I'll be ripping those pieces of sashing off over the

next couple of days and will try the other method.  Hopefully all the

marking will keep me lined up properly.  Many thanks to everybody who

responded to my question.

Caution about adding sashing as you go: 

When I sashed my blocks before assembling, I didn't realize that I 

needed to leave the sashing off the outside edge of the perimeter 

blocks, so that I could instead add the 1/4" border. I'm sure I read 

that way back when I started, but ever since then I'd focused on the 

sashing being 1/2" finished, and then when folks suggested sashing as I 

went along, I interpreted that as outside edges, too.

On my Baby Jane I added the 5" strip on the right side and  5 1/2" strip on

the bottom and then joined the blocks into rows (5 rows done so far).  On my

siggy quilt I did the 5" sashing on the right side and one long horizontal

strip for each row of 69" and I did not have any trouble lining up the

vertical sashing.  It gives a neater look. I was very careful and measured

off the 4 1/2" interval for the blocks and 1/2" interval for the sashing on

the long strip.  The drawback is keeping that long strip straight when you

are cutting it.  If you decide to do the long horizontal strip make sure it

is cut parallel to the selvage and I would spray size the heck out of it

first .  I wish now I had done it this way for my Baby Jane.  I will for

DJ#2.  Did I really say that?!!!

Once they

When I was trying to decide what to do about sashing, I bought two

different blue fabrics and a cream-on-cream fabric (close to the shade

of the unbleached muslin I'm using for the background of my blocks).

I "auditioned" the fabrics by laying the blocks out on top of the uncut

sashing fabric, spacing them 1/2-inch apart, to give me an idea of what

they would look like before I cut anything.  I decided to use the c-o-c

fabric for the sashing, with one of the blues for cornerstones.

Then I cut 1-1/4-inch strips of the sashing fabric and put them in a

Ziploc bag.  Now, when I finish 7 or 8 blocks, I sew the right sides of

the blocks (except for the 13th in each row) to a sashing strip, leaving

a small space between the blocks.  Press, then cut the blocks apart

using the Dear Jane square, and trim the sashing strip to the correct

3/4" width (1/2" finished + 1/4" seam allowance to sew to the next

block).

I also made all the sashing/cornerstone/sashing strips to go between the

rows at one time.  So they're ready whenever I get a row done!  If

anyone wants my notes on how I did that, e-mail me off list and I'll send

them to you.

With all this talk of sashing, I just wanted to put in my 2 cents.  When

I put together my siggy swap blocks, I decided I would add

cornerstones.  I thought this task would be daunting with all those

little 1" squares, then I came up with an idea (wonder of wonders!)  I

cut my main sashing fabric in a 5" strip WOF, then cut my cornerstone

fabric 1" by WOF, sewed those two together, then cut them into 1" strips

cross-ways (each 1" strip then had a 5x1" sashing piece with a 1x1"

cornerstone on the end).  Then after I trimmed my blocks, I sewed a

1"x5" sashing on the right side, and my combination strip to the top.

Voila!  a block with sashing on two sides with a cornerstone in the

corner.  That made it go much faster!

Hope this is clear to everyone.  Dianne in Saskatchewan
