I-8 Diane’s Favorite Mug

 

Diane, alias Phab Phan, teaches at City Quilter in NYC.  However, Diane is Buckeye born, and her favorite mug has an Ohio Star in the center. This block is a paper-pieced block with an appliquéd handle.  There are two  ways to avoid having to work with tiny pieces in the center star.  One is to cut things larger than the pattern requires, and another  is to make a folded star.  You will need to cut nine 1” squares of dark fabric, one will be the center and the other eight are folded in half and then in half again and pressed.  You will also need eight light colored squares cut 1”.  Place the cut sides of your folded triangle to the outside of your light square so they resemble the picture and appliqué them down.  Now do the other three.  Press them and attach row one to the light squares, ditto row three and row two has two points attached to the dark center.  After pressing, sew the three rows together.  Phew! Have a sip of tea, or a large drink of water.  The handle gets applied to the right side rectangle and the two side rectangles are attached to the mug.  Now I think you can figure out the last part yourself.  

 

 

C-5 Gillian’s Geranium

 

Pick your prettiest floral fabric with large petals and try “Broderie Perse”  In the 18th century imported fabric was costly so colonial women thriftily cut designs from their prints and appliquéd them to homespun linsey woolsey to eke them out.  If you want to use buttonhole stitches to embroider them down, cut your pattern on the line.  Perle cotton thread would be nice to use.  If you wish to appliqué instead you will need a turn under allowance.  Back baste the stems and leaves then apply the flower.  I really enjoyed playing with this block since I had fabric with a beautiful geranium print.
