D-8 Gransy’s Pansy
 

 

Our appliqué block this week is fairly simple, the stem is appliquéd first, and the top-most petal is added.  The Dear Hannah CD shows four petals, but it’s simpler to make the central petal all in one piece.  Lastly add the bottom petal and the two unconnected leaves.  This block is all about fabric choices.  Choose your favorite colors of pansy and use plenty of contrast to make your block almost three-dimensional.  

 

 

F-1 Gran’s Garden
 

 

Since we are doing “Gransy’s Pansy”, we might as well do “Gran’s Garden” as our pieced block, although it could also be done by appliqué. 

“Gran” has planted her flowers in long narrow fan-like beds.  This block is a natural for paper piecing. The arch is sewn first and then the quarter circle and outer fan are added to complete the block.
