Our pieced block has many parts but a simple assembly if you remember to press every other row so they will nest together when sewn.  It consists of two rows of half-square triangles, two of squares, and a row of pieced rectangles.  I would even use the paper piecing method on this one, since the pieces are small, and it’s my least favorite method of piecing.
