Appliqué Block

 

M-3, El Greco, named for a renaissance artist known for painting elongated figures.

Our appliquéd block is a flower having four long petals and a combined stem and leaves.  You will be able to print your templates on one piece of freezer paper if you remember to eliminate the blank square, and move all the petals to one side.  If you want your block to exactly resemble the drawing be sure to choose mirror image. 

 

 

Pieced Block

 

Our pieced block A-4 Paul’s Patrol, is a beginner block.  Its center patch is a log cabin surrounded by flying geese patches with corner stones.  Paper piecing or rotary cutting and piecing by machine or by hand can easily make this block. 

 

A: Cut a 2” block of feature fabric A.

B: Cut a 4 ¼” square of background and cut diagonally into fourths.  These are for the triangles.

C:  Cut four patches 2 3/8” square, of feature Fabric A, and cut diagonally into halves.  These are for the flying geese patches.

From a strip of feature fabric B, cut a strip 1 ¼” wide x 10 ¾” long then cut log cabin patches D, E, and F.  

D: You need two patches 2 ¾” long

E: You need a patch 3 ½” long.

F: You need a patch 2” long
