Appliqué Block

 

This week’s block A-7 King & Queen’s Chair, is simple but one that will show off your needle-turn skills.  With but 9 pieces it contrasts with many of the blocks we have done recently.  This would be fantastic done in African colors as it reminds me of spears and shields rather than a throne.

 

Pieced Block
 

H-7 Keith’s Parcheesi, could be called a beginner block.  It’s a nine-patch with a framed square in a square as a center.  Four plain pieces alternate with strip-pieced squares make up the rest.  

A: Cut four 1 7/8” squares of background fabric

B: If you are machine piecing this step will be easier if you cut strips of fabric and sew them together.  These can then be cut into blocks.  If you wish to do it this way cut two strips 16” long x 7/8” wide of features fabric A and also of your background fabric.  Cut a strip 8” long x 7/8” wide of feature fabric B.

C: Cut four patches 7/8” square of feature fabric B to make the cornerstones.

D: Cut four patches 1 5/8” x 7/8” wide of feature fabric A for the framing strips.

E: Cut two patches 1 3/8” square and re-cut on the diagonal to make four patches.

F Cut one patch 1 ¼” square for the center.
