Appliquéd Block 

 

B-6 Bells of Ireland is our appliquéd block for the week.  This one should be fun, especially if you like doing circles.  Do you use freezer paper or make yo-yos, or do you    simply needle-turn after back basting?  Feel free to use your favorite method when you make those skinny stems.  Familiarize yourself with different methods; it’s interesting to find new ways to appliqué.

 

Pieced Block
 

Our pieced block, C-2 Kody, is a variety of the Ohio Star.  It’s bordered with squares and triangles, and should be a block most people can do easily.  

A:  you will need to cut 12 dark patches and 8 of your background fabric for the small border squares.

B: Cut 4 patches 1 5/8” x1 1/8” of contrasting fabric for the rectangles in the border.

C: Cut 4 square patches 1 3/8” for the corner squares of the center.

D: Cut 4 pieces 2 7/8” square of background fabric, and cut in quarters on the diagonal.

E: cut eight dark patches and 4 background patches 1 ¾” square and then cut diagonally into triangles.

F: the center square on point is cut 1 ¾” of your contrasting fabric.
