Pieced Block 

A-6 Texas Schoolhouse

Soon school will be starting all over the country and I thought it’s a good time to do this block.  The foundation piecing method would be the way to go, or you could piece it by hand.  Print out the templates or use the rotary cutting directions from your CD.  This block has many strips, but has only slight difficulty with the one Y seam.

I will give instructions calling for background, medium and dark fabrics.

 

A: Background, two patches 2 1/8”x 1 ¼”, for the sky

B: Light, one patch, 5”x1”, for the center strip.

C: Dark, two patches, 1” square for the chimneys.

D: Background, one patch, 1 1/8”x1”, for the sky between the chimneys.

E: Background, one patch, 2 7/8” x 1 ¼”.  This is a left triangle cut at a 31-degree angle.

F: Dark, Medium and background cut each 2 7/8”x7/8”.

G: Medium, cut three patches and background cut two pieces 2 1/8”x1”.

H: Medium, cut three patches 2 1/8”x 7/8”.

I:  Dark, Cut one patch 2 1/8”x ¾”.

J: Background and dark, cut one patch each 2 ½” x 2 3/8”.  You will cut these in half on the diagonal and piece together to make a square.  Discard the extra pieces.

K: Dark, cut one piece 3 1/8” x 1 ¾” and cut into a left triangle cut at 59 degrees, for the roofline.
Appliquéd Block
G-3 Autumn Cat

 

Our choice this week is a primitive appliqué block of a cat looking at an oak tree. Many of us have cats, and may want to color the cat like their pet.

Will you use bright autumn colors for the leaves?  

 

I wonder if you have looked at the Note-cards that are in the CD?  They give the number of pieces in a block and sometimes some assembly information.  You also can type information on these cards. This was on the card for Autumn Cat:

“The pattern shows caps on the acorns, but if you are making this block in a small size, you may prefer to make the whole acorn one shape, rather than two shapes (cap and nut). In this way the acorns will resemble smaller leaves.”
