Appliquéd Block 


B-10, Mum's the Word is a block you will find easy to do.  It has the 
familiar combination of small leaves appliquéd separately and covered by 
tiny stems.  This is shown as two parts but could be cut as a single 
piece. 
The blossoms have easy curves and points; and would look stunning in 
Autumnal colors.
Pieced Block 


C-10, Brook's Blessing reminds me of a round-robin quilt.  Its center is a 
tiny Square in a Diamond in a Square surrounded by a log cabin, then a 
Diamond in a Square, and a frame of Flying Geese. 
Cutting Diagram:  I will use the terms, background, figured and colored to 
describe the fabrics. 
A: Outer squares- background fabric, cut four 1 5/8" squares 
B: Flying geese triangles, cut one 3 ½" square of background, then cut 
into 
fourths on the diagonal. 
C: Flying Geese points, cut four squares each of figured fabric then cut 
these diagonally in halves. 
D: Cut one 2 3/8" square of background, then cut on the diagonal, into 
fourths. 
E: Log Cabin, cut one strip 1 5/8" x 5/8" of figured fabric. 
F: For Log cabin, cut one strip of figured fabric 1 ¼"x 5/8". 
H: Log cabin, you need to cut two strips of figured fabric 1 ½"x 3/4", 
(note 
the width is different for this last one.) 
G: Cut two patches of figured fabric 1 ¼" square, and cut on the diagonal 
to 
make Flying Geese points. 
I:  Cut two patches of background fabric 1 1/8" square, and cut diagonally 
into fourths, to surround the center square. 
J: Cut one patch of colored fabric 7/8" square for the center. 
Assembly:  Do the four Flying geese strips and set aside.  Make the center 
square surrounded by the log cabin strips, and then add the quarter square 
triangles and the final round of quarter square triangles.  Finally add 
the 
single Flying Geese patches to the sides and finish with the bottom and 
top 
strip, which have, squares added at each end.
