Apply the lake, and the 
lizard.  The many-branched tree is next so you can practice your dips and 
tiny stems.  Last add the prehistoric plants, and use your imagination, no 
one knows what color these were, it was a long time ago, and so was Little 
Orphan Annie on the radio. 

Pieced Block


This week we're doing a nine-patch, G-8, Cousins Nine.  It too should be 
familiar to you; it's the old Diamond in a Square block, this time it's 
framed in narrow sashings with stepping-stones. All you paper piecers should 
have an easy time. 

For you rotary cutters: 

If you use the color scheme as suggested you will need 

Nine 1 3/8" square patches for centers, 

Eight 1 ½" squares of contrasting fabric, cut into half-square triangles 

Ten 1 ½" squares of background fabric, 

Four patches 7/8" square for corner stones cut into half-square triangles, 

Four patches 7/8" square for corner stones, 

Twelve strips 1 ¾" x 7/8" for sashes.
