Appliqué Block

 

I-9 Dear Daisy Jane has three blossoms with varyingly shaped petals, some sewn singly and some in groups.  You’ll need to clip almost to the vees to turn them nicely.  Because of the many turned edges to cross it appears that only one center could be reverse appliquéd.  Yo-yos may be a good choice for these circles.  See how the lower stem crosses over the longer one, be sure to appliqué these first.

 

Pieced Block
 

Bear’s Paw is another old time block.  Where I grew up in New York State it’s called Duck Foot in the Mire.  It’s made with four squares separated by strips and with a small center square.

A: The four outer squares measure 1 1/8”.

B:  Cut eight 1 ½” squares of background and contrast colors and cut into 16 patches or do your favorite method to get 16 half-square triangles.

C:  You need 4 strips cut 2 3/8” x1 1/8” for the sashes.

D:  For the center cut one square 1 ¾” of a contrast fabric.
