I. Cutting Instructions – Four Patches

                       Cut one strip 2 X 22 inches of each: background and Print A

II. Assembling Four Patches

A. Sew the two strips, background and Print A together lengthwise

B. Press toward Print A

C. Cross cut the set of strips two inches , making 10 sets

D. Sew the sets together, into five four patches, pressing as you go

III. Peaky and Spikes (centers of each side)

A. Trace the four Peaky and Spike sections onto paper and              foundation piece using background and Print B

B. Trim Peaky and Spikes to 2 inches

IV. Assembling Doreen

Assemble as nine-patch

A. Stitch the three rows together, press toward each Peaky and Spike

B. Join rows and press

C. Happy Day!

J-8 Passion Flower

          Would you just look at the fussy-cutting Miz Gail did for this little flower?

           By now, the stem is no problem, right?  Someone suggested English Paper 

           Piecing the Flower, so let’s give it a try.

            English Paper Piecing Passion Flower

I. Patterns

A. Trace the flower, shade for fabrics and cut out the diamonds; these do not include seam allowances

B. Make a separate diamond template that includes an added quarter-inch to use for cutting out the fabric diamonds and cut them out

II. Preparation

A. Place the wrong side of the fabric on the paper diamond 

and lay it on the table with the diamond facing you

(the right side of the fabric is on the table)

B. Center the diamond on the fabric, fold one side of the 

                                                fabric over it  and baste the edge; 

C. Continue folding over the seam allowance and basting 

until you have completed all eight diamonds
Please  note:
When you baste the seam allowance of the diamond, 
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you do not baste through the paper. Basically, you are
tacking down the seam allowance to make a nice sharp edge. If you have to travel with your needle from one point to the next, just run the thread through the seam allowance only.

This is not the absolute: I have heard from an English Paper Piecer who always bastes the paper to the fabric,

Not just in the same allowance. Give both ways a try.
III. Completing Passion Flower

A.   Place two diamonds right-sides together and whip-stitch                           

       them together using thread the same color as the diamonds

B. Sew four sets of these pairs and then join the sets to complete

the Passion Flower

C. Remove the paper diamonds and appliqué the Flower to the
