Appliqué Block

 

 

L-2 Clair’s Deux Posies, just another pretty flower block is this week’s choice.   Your choice of fabrics and colors will make this block stand out among the more linear pieced ones.  I usually try to pick an easier appliqué if the pieced block is more demanding.

The note card on the CD for this block says: Brenda's drawing shows the leaf shape at the lower right as being part of the "pot" shape. The sewn block in the Dear Hannah book shows it as a separate leaf, of a different color than the pot. We have drawn the pattern as a separate shape so that you can choose whether to make it from the "pot" color or leaf color.

 

Pieced Block 
 

D-3 Marsha’s Maze looks like a sampler block.  There are flying geese and a diamond in a square and two four patches.  This block is doable!  Done in three colors, which we will call dark, medium, and light.  

A: Cut four 2”x7/8” strips of lights for the framing strips.

B: Cut four patches 2”x1¼”.

C: Cut one square 3 1/2” of lights and then cut diagonally into fourths.  You will need only two of these.

D: Cut four patches of both darks and lights 1 ¼” square.

E: Cut two light patches 1 5/8” square, cut diagonally in half. 

F: Cut two patches 2-¾” x7/8”.

G: Cut one dark patch 1 ½” square.

H: Cut two dark patches 2” square and then cut diagonally in half
