Pieced Block

B-9 Tennessee Star

This would be a good block to strip piece by machine.  Cut your three strips
1/2" by the width of your fabrics. Sew the strips together, trim them and
press.  Now re-cut these using a 45- degree angle to 2". You need to cut 8
of these diamonds. Cut four patches 1 7/8"of background for the corners.
You need to cut a 3 1/8" square of background - fabric into quarter-square
triangles. Because this block has Y seams be sure to sew up to the seam
allowance so you will be able to pivot and sew.  If you have the Dear Jane
CD, find the lesson for Justin's Star.  This block is done the same way,
except the diamond shaped pieces are done in strips. The triangles are
attached to two diamonds sewn together.  These are then sewn with Y seams to
a square.  I plan on doing this part by hand.  Remember to sew only to the
seam allowance when you join the pieces together at the center. Trim your
seams, and then swirl the center and press.

G-11 Azalea Friends


This is another of Dear Hannah's pretty flower blocks, and we've had much
practice doing them.  They're a chance to use your loveliest fabrics. Most
sewers can easily do this block.  Freezer paper templates would be of help
for the petals, and back basting for the stems and leaves.  You could do the
leaves as separate pieces covered by the stems if you wish.
