H-11 Nana’s Choice

 

What do you call your Grandmother?  We’ve been discussing this topic on the Dear Jane email list this week.  Nana seems to be a popular choice and coincidentally I had picked this block for this week.  Maybe you can use your Nana’s favorite colors if you know them.

This is a simple block, a nine patch with pieced sashes.  The center blocks are 

1 1/4" square.  There are five dark and four medium blocks. 

The top and bottom sashes are 7/8" wide by 2 3/4" in length.  Cut two patches of dark and four of light fabrics.  The side sashes are 7/8" wide by 5" in length. Cut two patches of light and four of contrasting fabrics.

E-7 Gillian’s Peacock

 

Many of you have told me the blocks with animals and birds are a favorite.  A perky little bird stands on a fat branch.  Two flowers and a bud frame her and a branch with a connected leaf and two separate ones completes the scene.  If you don’t like making the tiny legs by applique, feel free to embroider them with a chain or satin stitch.  You may have noticed the women who mane these primitive blocks usually hid the feet behind the scenery.
