Appliqué Block
G-1 Penny’s Peony

This week’s appliqué block is a simple one, with just 5 pieces including background.  It has gentle curves and the usual skinny stem and leaves.

It’s another chance to use some of your favorite fabrics.

Pieced Block
F-9 Which Way to Oz

The block, which is really a miniature quilt, has 95 pieces if you’re counting your Dear Hannah score.  Don’t despair; they are mostly squares and half-square triangles. 

You need 20 patches 1 ¼” wide of background and a dark fabric cut diagonally.  

If you wish to do your triangles by the strip method, for 

A: draw twenty 1¼” squares on two strips of the dark and background fabrics and then draw diagonal lines and ¼” seam lines in each square.  Now sew the triangles and then cut apart on the lines and have your 20 small triangles.  

You need ten additional squares of background for the small triangles surrounding the center and corner diamonds. 

For B blocks: you will need to cut four patches of background fabric and two patches of medium colored fabric 1 3/8” square.

C: cut six patches 1 ¾” square of background and light colored fabrics, then cut diagonally in half.

D: cut two 1” squares of background, 4 of light, 4 of medium and 2 of dark fabrics.  

E: cut 5 patches 1 1/8” of light fabric.

Since we are in reality assembling a miniature quilt, put it together as you would a normal sized one.

First, sew the diamond in the square blocks for the center and corners. 

Assemble the rows of squares, half square triangles and center two rows, then put these assemblies together for the middle of the block.  Now you’ll put the borders on.  The tops and bottoms are the three squares.  The sides are diamond in the square blocks with the larger half-square triangles.
