Pieced Block 
L-4 Sarah’s Alley
 

If this looks like last week’s block you’re right.  It has far fewer pieces and they are larger.  Paper piecing is probably the best method, but some like me like to hand or machine piece.  

A: Cut 8 patches of background 2 patches of dark fabric and 6 patches of contrasting fabric 1 ¾” square and then on the diagonal.

B: Cut 8 patches of background 3/8” square, and then on the diagonal.

C: You will need 4 crossbar patches cut 1”x1 5/8”.

D:  For the middle square cut one 1” patch.

E: Cut four patches 1 ¼” square of a feature fabric for the center diamonds in the squares.

Sew the center squares and sash them.  Frame them with the half-square triangle blocks.

 

Appliqué Block
M-5 Two Tulips

The templates for this pretty flower block show eight pattern pieces. You may simplify this by cutting the under part of the tulip in a single piece, and could be done by reverse appliqué.  The stems are applied next and then covered by the upper parts of the flower.
