I-6 Vanishing Point

      Here’s another 16 patch- and half-square triangle practice. This block needs 

      eight half-square triangles. Each set of cut squares make two half-squares.              

      So how many squares of each fabric do you cut?  What size are they?
      Remember we do “Jane Math” and ‘cut it big and whack it off.’    

                   You may want to review Challenge #4 for Jane Math.     

I. Cutting

A. Print 

1. four  1-5/8-inch squares – for squares

2. four  2.5-inch squares for half square triangles

(usually add only 1.25, but then would have to add eighths

and so round to quarters)

B. Background

1. four 1-5/8-inch squares

2. four 2.5-inch squares

II. Assembling

A. Half square triangles

           1.     Press one square Print and one square Background together

                 2.     Draw a diagonal on the background piece with a pencil

                                     3.      Stitch on each side of the diagonal using a quarter-inch seam    

                   allowance   

4.    Cut along diagonal pencil line and you have two half square   

                  triangles 

          5.     Press seam allowance to the Print and trim half-squares to            

                  1.625 inches

6.     Repeat steps 1-5 three more times- eight sets half-square      

                                             triangles

B. Block

1. Lay  the block pieces on the table 

2. Stitch 4 four-patches; press each seam as you go

3. Sew the four-patches together to complete Vanishing Point.

Aha! Pretty block, eh?
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  E-5  One Hump or Two

           Ah, Mr. Camel, how do you do! 

           One fabric option for the animals and critters in Dear Hannah is 

           ultrasuede.  You just trace around pattern, cut it out and whipstitch down.

           No seam allowances needed and the results are great- nice texture!    

I. Camel

A. Cut a 6-inch square of background

B. Lay background on pattern and mark spots for camel legs and tail

And trees

C. Appliqué camel first, leaving legs and tail unstitched; grass will

cover them

II.  Trees and Grass

A. Stitch the trees, also leaving bottom unstitched

B. Place grass over all and stitch, leaving side and bottom free

C.  Trim Mr. One Hump to five inches.
