B-8 Partridge in a Pear Tree

Since this is the week after Christmas it’s time for the twelve days of Christmas when gifts were given in medieval times.  The old carol starts with a partridge in a pear tree.  

This is our last pretty bird in a tree block.  We begin by applying the fruit, will you use reverse appliqué?

The leaves are 

separate and are sewn next and then covered by the stems.  The bird comes last, I’ll embroider the legs, but you may do those tiny things by appliqué.

This week’s block is not difficult as it is made of half-square triangles and flying geese, which we have practiced many times doing our Dear Hannah blocks.  It will make for perfect foundation piecing.  It has a center strip of flying geese and two triangular pieces made of triangle squares, to either side.
