



Dear Hannah Weekly Challenge #9

M-6 Blakely House

         This is one of the first blocks I designed for Jane Blakely Stickle in 1992! 

         Believe it or not, I actually made the one in Many Hands Make Light Work.

         It’s a fun block to make. I say that about all of them, don’t I?

I. Trace the block on fp- or print it from the new Dear Hannah CD

II. Make a separate pattern on freezer paper for the scallops on the house

A. Draw as straight line about 6 inches long

B. Lay the line over the scalloped section of the house

C. Use a quarter to copy the curves of the scallops

D. Draw a quarter-inch seam allowance above the 6 inch straight line

E. Cut out the scallop pattern, including the seam allowance

III. House Bottom Section

A.  Cut a rectangle 5.5 X 3.5 for the bottom section of the house

B. Cut out the door and windows of the fp template and iron to the right side of the bottom fabric

C.  Reverse appliqué the windows and door in your favorite manner

D.  Iron the scalloped fp pattern to the contrasting fabric and appliqué to the bottom and trim section to 3 X 5 inches.

IV. Roof

If you extend the roof lines, you can paper-piece this is two sections. It can just as easily be hand-pieced. Let’s hear  how you choose to make it!
